9. MOOQ FEST — MR. JOHN FORGETY

Mr. John Forgety addressed the Commission about an event called Moo Fest which will showcase the
community that we live in and the importance of the people who make a living in farming and agriculture. Mr.
Forgety introduced Mr. Black McCaslin, marketing specialist, Mr. and Mrs. Richard Newman, Chairpersons of
the Executive Board. The First Annual National Moo Fest, Athens, TN will be held Saturday, May 31, 2008
(11:00 am — 7:00 pm) to increase the public’s awareness of the extensive role the dairy industry plays in our
past, our present, and future while giving us economic independence. Mr. Forgety announced the names of the
Executive Board which is made up of experts in fundraising, logistics, public relations and marketing, and
members of several civic groups. This event is being patterned after several national events, including the
National Cornbread Festival in South Pittsburg, TN and the Strawberry Festival in Dayton, TN. Mr. Forgety

added that they are incorporating as a 501¢3 non-profit organization and they are developing as a national
festival.

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Mr. Forgety said that there will be a fun-filled historical and educational activities that are family-
oriented and will involve all aspects of the community, and Mr. Forgety mentioned that Chairman Crews had
volunteered several of the Commissioners for the milking contest. Mr. Forgety reviewed many of the planned
events and contests and said that all profits will be returned to the community for the betterment of the
community. Mr. Forgety said they need volunteers and corporate sponsorships, and he added they have
received approval from the Athens City Council to use the old Athens Supply Property. Mr. Forgety concluded
by asking the Commissioners for their support — to help them monetarily but especially to volunteer their help.

10. RED CROSS — MS. JULIA WRIGHT

As part of her funding request to the United Way, Ms. Julia Wright said she was asked to make this
presentation to the County Commission concerning the services they provide in McMinn County. She
represents the Hiwassee Chapter of the Red Cross which serves Bradley, Meigs, McMinn and Polk Counties.
The American Red Cross has been in existence for 125 years and their mission is humanitarian and led by
volunteers and guided by its Congressional charter and the fundamental principles of the International Red
Cross movement to provide relief to victims of disasters and to help prevent, prepare for and respond to
emergencies. Although they are mandated by Congress, they are not a federally-funded organization but
depend on local donations to provide these services. From 2003 until now, the local chapter has provided over
600 emergency communications for military families and she added that the Red Cross is the only organization
that the military recognizes in order to grant military leave. Because our local National Guard unit was
deployed to Iraq, this was a busy time for the local Red Cross. In addition to these services, the Red Cross
provides health and safety training, i.e., CPR, first aid, and many local companies use them to provide this
training within their organizations. A very important service that the Red Cross provides is immediate disaster
relief and she discussed their role in the floods of 2003. She also said that they participate on a regular basis
with the local Emergency Management Agency in the Watts Bar drills, as well as being available to assist
people in finding shelter, food and clothing in case of fires. Ms. Wright said that last year they spent over
$9,000.00 in McMinn County and she said this money comes from our local United Way and the National Red
Cross. She said that the Red Cross in McMinn County is under-funded and she solicited the Commission’s
support including additional funding (at budget time) as well as more trained volunteers, including serving on
their Board of Directors. Chairman Crews thanked Ms. Wright for her presentation.

Mr. Gentry presented the following resolution to approve use of the industrial development portion of
hotel/motel tax revenue to establish web-based map viewing system for the McMinn County Assessor of
Property’s Office. This resolution approves the requisition for the system as explained by the Property Assessor
at last month’s County Commission meeting. Since this requires mid-budget year funding, Mr. Gentry
explained that these funds would come from the industrial development portion of hotel/motel tax which is
levied at 5% and two-thirds of that is designated for industrial development and one third tourism.

WHEREAS, McMinn County Assessor of Property, Don Cowart has requested funding assistance to
establish a web-based map viewing system to make his office’s information available to the public twenty-four
hours a day for property deed/sales history, property tax map printing, aerial imagery viewing and other GIS
data reviews; and

WHEREAS, the Assessor of Property believes the web-based service should reduce the traffic of the
present office, serve as a valuable tool to aid in the marketing of McMinn County for industrial and retail
development on the world-wide web and create a virtual Assessors Office open twenty-four hours a day seven
days a week; and

WHEREAS, the Property Assessor’s Office has selected the professional service of GEO-Jobe
Consulting to provide the setup, hosting and maintenance of the system; and

WHEREAS, the initial setup fee will be five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) with a monthly hosting and
maintenance fee of five hundred dollars ($500.00); and

WHEREAS, McMinn County has levied a hotel/motel tax to provide revenue for the promotion of
McMinn County tourism and industrial development; and

WHEREAS, the Property Assessor requests the utilization of the Industrial Development portion of the
hotel/motel tax to provide the necessary funding to implement and maintain the web-based map viewing
system,
