A. A Resolution to Amend McMinn County's Infrastructure Funding Plan.

Mr. Gentry presented the following resolution to amend McMinn County's Infrastructure Funding Plan
as approved by the Budget Committee earlier this evening. Mr. Gentry said that this is the plan the county uses
to fund participation in the waterline and sewage extensions throughout the County. Mr. Gentry explained that
this resolution applies to 2009 applications only because they feel that the community matches as set up by
HUD and ECD stand a good chance of being revised next year. Mr. Gentry also explained some of the history
of how these grants are set up.

A RESOLUTION TO AMEND MCMINN COUNTY'S INFRASTRUCTURE FUNDING PLAN

WHEREAS, McMinn County maintains an Infrastructure Funding Plan in order to properly administer
projects involving the development of infrastructure needs in McMinn County; and

WHEREAS, in order to better serve the citizens of McMinn County, an amendment to the present
Infrastmcture Funding Plan has been proposed; and

WHEREAS, the Southeast Tennessee Development District has recommended that Item 3 of the current
Infrastmcture Funding Plan be suspended for the 2009 applications, and that McMinn County provide the same
standard 20% match for CDBG projects as is provided for non-CDBG projects; and

WHEREAS, such an amendment is designed to make McMinn County and its respective municipal
COBG applications more competitive on the point grading system by A) providing funds for additional lines to
reach an increased number of homes, and B) increasing the local government's participation rate score; and

WHEREAS, this amendment shall be for 2009 applications only; and

WHEREAS, according to the Southeast Tennessee Development District, the competition for CDBG
projects has become increasingly more difficult and recommends the policy change to improve McMinn
County's position to secure future grant awards.

Mr. Gentry presented the following resolution to budget the impact fees realized from the Tennessee
Valley Authority's project at Watts Bar - a little bit over $120,000.00 this year - and he explained that this is
subject to change each year during the major construction period based on revenues that are brought in by TV A.
Mr. Gentry explained that the Budget Committee recommends placing this in "Other Capital Projects Fund,"
understanding that even though this may come in over eight or nine years, it is still considered "one time
money," and did not want to put this money in anything that is reoccurring or operational. Mr. Gentry added
that this does not obligate the County Commission on what to do with that money, just where to place it in the
budget.
