9. WOODS MEMORIAL HOSPITAL UPDATE -MR. SOUTHERLAND

Mr. David Southerland, CEO of Woods Memorial Hospital District, updated the Commissioners on the
monthly financial report as of January 2003 and provided to each Commissioner a written summary. Mr.
Southerland said that he was pleased to announced for the month of January, the hospital produced a profit of
approximately $175,000.00 and for the first time in over four years, all five entities of the health care system at
Woods Memorial Hospital produced a profit.

Mr. Southerland reviewed the highlights of the report; including the decrease in the length of stay
which means savings for the hospital, the improving average daily census, and increased emergency room
visits primarily due to the hospitalist program they have instituted.

In response to a question from the County Executive, Mr. Southerland said that the average
uncollectible debt is 8-9% and in the emergency room, it is probably twice that high because the ER serves as
a primary care office for a lot of indigent patients. There was also a discussion concerning TennCare
reimbursement being below what the costs are.

Mr. Southerland said that the surgical volume continues to be down from the previous year as well as
total rehabilitation services, but laboratory services are up significantly. Mr. Southerland said that the new
MRI service has been a very profitable opportunity for the organization. Mr. Southerland also reviewed the
Revenue and Expense Statements for the Hospital District; the Hospital and the Nursing Home, which he
referred to as the “workhorse” of the organization.

Mr. Southerland also reviewed the Woods Hospital Accounts Receivable which has approximately $1.6
million and our average number of days it takes to collect is 47.81, and concluded with the collections
summary by entity.

Mr. Southerland presented the County Executive with $7,587.00 for February ambulance fees. Since
they have done so well, he also made additional payment of $6,274.00 in payment of a ambulance fees to the
County from December 1999.

Mr. Southerland opened the floor for comments and in response to a question from Commissioner
Crews, be said February looks positive. Commissioner Crews and Chairman McPhail commended Mr.
Southerland and his staff for their success and Mr. Southerland said the key to this success is managing
expenses.

Commissioner Mason said that he
had told the concerned residents to come tonight but he was under the assumption that a beer board application
had been received. Over his own objections, Chairman McPhail gave the audience an opportumty to speak.

Mr. Ray Carr, Riceville resident, requested the County to look into light zoning to prevent unwanted
nightclubs in residential/agricultural areas. Ms. Patty Trout; who also lives in that Riceville community, spoke
in opposition to the planned nightclub because there are houses very close. Resident Ed Clowers, and Shriners
fund raiser, said his farm joins the back of the property of the nightclub under construction and he said he is
against this because of our children. Mr. Trout said that they will watch for the notice in the paper and would
be back.
