In response to a request from Commissioner Vincent, Mr. Don Cowart, Property Assessor, explained
that State law requires that Counties go through reappraisal every four, five or six years and added that
McMinn County is on a five year reappraisal schedule. Mr. Cowart explained how this process works and
stated that the County is not allowed to raise revenue by reappraisal and that is why we had to establish a new
certified tax rate. The only growth you receive out of reappraisal is new growth, i.e., parcels that are put on the
books in 2002. Mr. Cowart answered several questions of Commissioners, including Commissioner Crews*
question concerning the tax rate being affected by appeals. Mr. Cowart said appeals would not affect the tax
rate, but if there was a large assessed adjustment due to appeals, the Commission has the right to re-set the tax
rate. In response to a question from Commissioner Bob Powers, Mr. Cowart said the tax rate is figured by a
very complicated formula based on total locally assessed real property, total assessed value of tangible
personal property, estimated public utilities assessment, new growth, and the revenue received last year.

This would eliminate the possibility of liability of the county from keeping
prisoners longer than they should be kept, as well as free up time for Sheriffs deputies and the Judges in
McMinn County for arraignments.

In response to a question from Commissioner Crews, Judge Watson said that the County
Commission may appoint this Judicial Commissioner, although Judge Watson has the authority to appoint
an interim Commissioner. Judge Watson said he is in the process of assessing our needs and talking to
other counties concerning how their programs work. There was a lengthy discussion concerning exactly
how this would work and Mr. Gentry added that our learning curve will be funded by the federal
government

In response to a question from Commissioner Bob Powers, Judge Watson said that there would not
be any additional revenue generated by a Judicial Commissioner because the same fees would accrue.

A security video camera for the second floor of the Courthouse is also a part of this grant and
Officer Michael Hayes explained the benefits of this system.

Mrs. Moore provided the Commissioners with a printout of juvenile
warrants for ages 10 to 14 years old and added that SROs are role models and deterrents. Mrs. Moore
reviewed all the ways the SROs assist teachers, guidance counselors and students she requested
Commissioners to search their hearts to fund the SROs after the grant expires. Chairman McPhail said they
are just in the beginning stages of the budget process, but Commissioner King feels that McMinn County
is obligated for the fourth year. Mrs. Tracy Hartman, who works in the Niota School Cafeteria, rallied with
Mrs. Moore to keep SROs permanently in the elementary schools.

E. A Resolution to Amend Permanent Vehicular Easement Standards for McMinn County. Tennessee.

Commissioner Masingale presented and explained the following resolution to amend permanent
vehicular easement standards for McMinn County as recommended by the McMinn County Regional Planning
Commission.

This amendment would allow individuals to divide their land (up to two lots) off a private easement
and they would not have to bring the road up to county standards although there would have to be a 50 foot
right-of-way. This would also protect against illegal subdivisions.

Resolution No. 03-069

A RESOLUTION TO AMEND PERMANENT VEHICULAR EASEMENT STANDARDS
FOR MCMINN COUNTY, TENNESSEE

WHEREAS, the Tennessee Code Annotated. Section 13-3-411, empowers county legislative bodies to
adopt rules, regulations, and specifications governing permanent vehicle easements to facilitate development,
and

WHEREAS, prior to this amendment the McMinn County Commission granted authority to the
McMinn County Regional Planning Commission  to enforce development standards for permanent vehicular
easements Through the McMinn County Subdivision Regulations and

WHEREAS, said amendment provides new standards for the McMinn County Regional Planning
Commission and grants the authority to utilize subdivision regulations including the enforcement for the
establishment of permanent vehicular easements for ingress-egress and

WHEREAS, it has been recommended by the McMinn County Regional Planning Commission that it is
in the best interest of the citizens of McMinn County for the McMinn County Commission to officially adopt
this amendment to the permanent vehicular easement standards in the McMinn County Subdivision
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the McMinn County Commission that standards for the
development of permanent vehicular easements shall be amended as follows:
Section I. Amendments to the McMinn County Regional Planning Commission

Subdivision Regulations. Article  5- General Design Requirements for
Roads and Other Rights-of-Way. Section 5.08 Requirements for
Permanent Vehicle Easements. (B.) amended with the following.

5.08 Requirements for Permanent Vehicular Easements. A permanent easement may
be permitted under certain conditions. These easements shall meet the following
minimum requirements and any special conditions attached by the Planning Commission,
and the requirements and special conditions for the easement shall be Placed on the final
plate for recording. (no change)

a. A permanent easement shall be of a required width of no less than fifty (50) feet.
However, the planning commission may require greater widths if
necessary to meet any special conditions present on a plat (no change)

b. Permanent easement providing legal access to more than two lots shall be
improved to meet the road construction standards established in Article 10 of the
McMinn County Subdivision Regulations. Easements providing access to one or
two lot will be required to have a fifty foot right of way, but there will be no road
base requirement (*must be able to meet grade requirements in case road is
developed in the future).

Permanent Easement Standards Chart

The 50 foot right of way requirement will still be part of the regulations, and when an easement
exceeds the two lot requirement, it will have to brought up to current road standards

1 or 2 lots 50* ROW only requirement(* see above note)
Over 2 lots 50* ROW must meet current county road standards

(asphalt pavement)

*Number of lots will be based on lots with access to easement

Access for the purpose of easements, access will be defined as any property (separate parcel) that abuts the
easement.

Note: As lots are added to existing easements, the entire easement must meet current standards based on the
“new” total number of properties (individual lots) with use of the easement

Street or Road Base Requirement. Mineral Aggregate 303-02 shall be compacted to a minimum of four (4)
inches. The roadway width shall be no ‘less than twenty (20) feet with three (3) foot of graveled shoulders on
each side (base total width 26 feet). When the base is completed, the developer must notify the Commissioner
of Highways or registered civil engineer for inspection.
